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1 I NTRODUCTION 
 

This User Manu al  com bines the docum entat ion for the fam ily of Dig aSyste m  Audio Edito rs, 
consisti ng of Single Trac k, EasyTrack  and Multi Track  Edito rs.  The indi vidual  edi tors  provi de the 
follo wing fun ctio ns:  

 
Å Single Track  Edito r:  Recording, Single Track  

Å EasyTra ck Edito r:  Recording, Single Trac k, Repo rte rBox, EasyTra ck 

Å Multi Track  Edito r:  Recording, Single Trac k, Repo rte rBox, Multi Track  
 

The edito r nam es are  abb reviate d as:  
 

Å Single Trac k:  ST, STE 

Å EasyTra ck:  ET, ETE 

Å Multi Trac k:  MT, MTE 

 

1. 1  Edito r  Funct ional Areas 
 

The Audio Edito r is segme nte d in several  fun ctio nal  areas:  each  page has been tailo red for special 

product ion tasks,  di splayin g only those fun ctio ns and elements,  wh ich are  required for  the next 

work  step s,  resulti ng in a sim ple and clear  user inte rface. Conte xt  swit ching wit hout  loss of 
inf orma tio n is provi ded via a toolb ar,  available for  all fun ctio nal  areas.  

 
Comm on to all views is a Multi -Format  Clipboard, which can sto re  both audio clips and RTF te xt 
clip s.  The clipbo ard provides several  di splay  and sort  op t ions,  and an  integ ra te d format  conv erte r, 

providi ng for simple im port  and export  of clips between the Audio Edito r and Data Base Manager, 
or ot her app licat ions.  

 

 
Finally, all views contain th e usual  t ransport  but tons,  fader and level di splays.  

 

1. 2  SingleTrack Editor  
 

Despite it s ext ensive fun ctio nalit y, the STE has a clear  graphical  UI . 

 
This is dem onst ra ted , for exam ple , by the ma gnified display  of the wave shape, wh ich 
syn chronously passes a fixed soun dhead in playback  m ode . 

 
I n  order  to  suppo rt  the  work  style  of  the  younger  journalist  genera t ion ,  the  soundhead 
alte rnati vely may  be set  to m obile . The proje ct  stora ge, including all uti lized soun d file s,  or 
alte rnati vely only the cut  li sts,  provide s a te mporary  backup of inte rm edi ate result s,  wit h late r 

un do flexibil it y. 
 

The fun ctio ns for cut  and clip board  handli ng are  organized according to th e MS Windows file 
syste m.  Based on the new file syste m  MusiFile, STE suppo rts, in add it ion to the linear  cut , a di rect 
server edi t  opera t ion wit hou t  load del ays between workstatio n and server.  

 
 

For use in m usic databases,  STE provide s a nu m ber of  special  mar kers for working wit h fade-  

in/ out , mar k- in/ out , and var ious int ro  points for playout  systems.  I n addi t ion, the individual 
nam ing for mar kers  alle viate s the finding of certain  recordings.  
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A powerfu l format  conv erte r provides editi ng of different  audio forma ts.  The t ime  st ret ch comma nd 
suppo rts the adj ustm ent  of an  actual clip lengt h to a gi ven ti me  span. 

 
The ope n arc hite cture  of the software  inte rfaces allows for easy  integ ra t ion wit h third  par ty 

syste ms.  

 
STE is st ructured in two work  areas:  Single Track page and Recording page. Each  page has bee n 
tailored to specific productio n tasks,  di splaying only those fun ctio ns and elements need ed for the 
next  work  step s,  resulti ng in a simple and clear  user inte rface. Conte xt  swit ching wit hout  loss of 
inf orma tio n is provi ded via a toolb ar,  available for  all fun ctio nal  areas.  

 
Comm on to all views is a Multi -Format  Clipboard, which can sto re  both audio clips and RTF te xt 
clip s.  The clipbo ard provides several  di splay  and sort  opt ions.  

 
Finally, all views contain th e usual  t ransport  but tons,  fader and level di splays.  

 

1. 3  EasyTrack Editor  
 

ETE is a productio n tool wi thin the Dig aSyste m  wi th com prehensive edit ing opt ions.  I t  provide s fo r 
the recording and editi ng of audio m edia wit h three t rac ks, a nd bridge s the modules STE and MTE. 
Frequent  product ion j obs,  li ke a clip wit h lib rary  music,  are  am ongst  the m ost  t ypi cal  applicat ions 

for ETE. Wit h the integra t ion of an  RTF te xt  edit or, existi ng clip s can  be extended wit h comm ents 
and note s ( for exam ple Lead- In ).  Because of it s design for PCX-  and MM-boards, ETE is fu lly 
com pat ib le wit h all ot her Dig aSyste m  app licat ions. T he integ rate d format  conv ers ion capabilit y 
suppo rts the edi t ing of di fferent  audio form ats. I n addi t ion, the Repo rte rBox suppo rts a product ion 

flow process of clip s coming from  m ode ra t ion and soun d bite s,  also from  outside of a conv entio nal 
studio . 

 
ETE consists of 4 work  pages,  wit h swit ching bet ween pages by m ouse clicks:  EasyTrac k, 

Single Track  and Recording pages.  A fourth page is the Repo rterBox. Each  page has bee n tailored 
for specific product ion tasks and provide s highest  user flexib ilit y. As only required fun ctio ns and 
elem ents are  shown , it s use is clean  and intuiti ve. Swit ching bet ween the pages is done through a 

to olbar.  Common to all pages is a m ult iformat c lipboard  for stor ing both audio clip s and te xt  clips, 
li ke color,  sort  opt ions,  labeli ng, et c.  Im port  and export  are  done wit h drag&drop int o or out  of the 
Dig aSyste m  Database Manager.  Tra nsport  butto ns,  fader and level di splays also exist  in all views.  

 

1. 4  Multi Track Editor  
 

MTE is the high-end productio n tool wit hin the DigaSyste m fam ily. Sim ilar  as the ot her audio and 
vide o edi tors,  MTE fit s seam lessly wit h any existi ng Dig aSyste m, a nd exte nds these by com plex 
product ion facili t ies.  

 
MTE is based on vir tual  t rack  ma nagem ent  and an ob ject -or iente d concept ;  th is provide s for using 
any nu m ber of t racks and clip s.  Even working wit h diff erent  audio forma ts (MPEG, WAV, AI FF, et c.) 
is possible, due to the integra te d 32 bi t  floati ng audio format  conv ers ion. 
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MTE works on the same  PC as all other DigaSyste m  appli cat ions,  no expensive hardware  upg rade is 
required. 

 
Like ETE, also MTE is st ructured in 4 work  areas or views:  Multi Trac k, Single Trac k, Recording and 

Repo rterBox pages.  Each  page has been tailo red for s pecial product ion tasks,  di splaying only those 
fun ctio ns and elem ents,  which are  required for the next  work  step s,  resulti ng in a sim ple and clear 
user inte rface. Conte xt s witching wit hout  loss of inf orma tio n is provided via a too lbar,  available for 
all fun ctio nal  areas.  

 
Comm on to all pages is a m ulti format  clipboard  for sto r ing both audio clips and RTF te xt  clips.  The 
clip board  provide s several di splay  and sort  opt ions, and an  integ ra te d format  conv ers ion, enabli ng 
a sim ple im port  and export  bet ween MTE and Database Manager,  or ot her appl icatio ns.  

 
Finally, all views contain th e usual  t ransport  but tons,  fader and level di splays.

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2 RECORDING PAGE 
 

The Recording Page provides fast  and com fortable rec ording of audio form ats wit hin the edito r 
env ironm ent . Addi t ional  to the usual  faders  and di splays,  large but tons are  available for recording 
cont rol and imm ediate di splay  of the incoming waveform.  Beside s pun ch- in- recording ( like wit h a 

normal  tape recorder), it  is possible to set  mar kers wh ilst  recording, for late r edi t ing. All recorded 
clip s may  be nam ed indivi dually and sto red at  the Multi -Format Clipboard, wi th indi vidual  colors. 
Addi t ionally, input  and sto rage of RTF te xt  is possible . Sto rage is auto ma t ic, in the actually used 

audio forma t . 
 

 

2. 1  Secti ons and Elements 
 

A typi cal  screen of the Recording page is shown be low, along wit h the explanatio ns of elements 
wh ich di ff er from  ot her pages.  The Recording page is for recording of new clips,  or clip elements, 
wh ich eventually are  tem porar ily sa ved in the clip board, and late r edited wit h other pages. 
Addi t ionally to audio , also te xt  may  be recorded and saved as te xt  clip . Also, product ion or on-air 
broadcast  components may  be sto red, wit h follo wing te xt  or te xt  wit h fol lowing audio .

do t te d line),  the takes/c lips wil l be displayed only by single line. The ti me 
di splays for the dura t ion of the clips will be shown r ight - j usti fied . This 
ma kes long clip nam es easier to read. The drop-down m enu s for filte ring 

and sorti ng also auto m ati cally m oves to the r ight , resulti ng in bet ter 
utili zat ion of screen space.

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3. 2  Taskbar

Open Sound File:  

Opening ( loading) of a soun d file from a data base or  (wh en no data base 
link exists)  from  a di rectory. Afte r that , the Windows drop box is di splayed. 
Afte r loading of the file , it  is available in the clip board.

Saving of the actual  proj ect  as a new soun d file in a database or (wh en no 
data base link exists)  to a di rectory. 

 

Und o:  

Undo of the last  work  step. By clicking the arr ow, th e list  of the last  work 
step s wil l be shown , allo wing selecti ng and un doi ng m ulti ple work  step s.  

 
 

Redo:  
Redoi ng of the last  un done work  step . By clicking the arr ow, the list  of the 
last  un done work  steps wil l  be  shown , allo wing select ing and  un doi ng 

m ulti ple work  step s.  
 
 

Copy Track:  
The com plet e displayed t rack  wil l be copie d to the Multi Track or EasyTrack 
page. I f the t rack  has been previ ously im ported from  the Mult iTrack or 
EasyTra ck page, then it  wil l be repl aced by the act ual  vers ion. I f the t rack 
has bee n removed from the clipboard, and therefore  should be added to the 

Multi Track  page as an  addi t ional obje ct , then a new t rack  wil l be added to 
the Multi Track  page. 

 

Hint :  
Transfer objects from  a Sing leTrack  page to  Trackp age as 1 object !  

 

Per default ,  wit h clicking COPY TO TRACKSCREEN,  m ultipl e obje cts from  the 

Single Track  page wil l be t ransferr ed to the Trac kpage as indi vidual obje cts.
